Note that this year when you renew your membership in the NSCC
you will be given one of the new Northside Coin Club Wooden Nickels commemorating the clubs’ 10"

RAFFLE PRIZE — This months’ Raffle Prize will be a 1956 Franklin Half Dollar, graded and slabbed by
PCGS as MS63 FBL.

PROGRAM - The topic for this months’ program will be by ANACS VP Paul DeFelice. We may also have
a grading program with some hands on grading by members.

COIN of the MONTH — Mercury Dime. (Note that this doesn’t have to be a high grade coin, just a nice, no
problems, coin that you, as a collector, would like to have).

[The “Coin of the Month” works as follows. Bring one coin, of the type described as the featured coin of the
month, preferably in a 2x2 or flip. If you bring a coin, you will get a ticket in the drawing and your coin goes
into the pot. We then draw one ticket and the winner gets the entire pot of coins that were featured.

FUN FACTS TRIVIA TOPIC — Lincoln Cent.

This is a new event that the Board wants to try. Just come up with one or more facts about the selected topic
and bring them with you to the meeting. At some point during the meeting we will a share our facts with the
rest of the club members and hopefully we will learn something we didn’t know about the topic. As an
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example: “The Lincoln cent was first minted in 1909”. It is as easy as that. But try to come up with a fact or
piece of trivia about the topic that you don’t think anyone else will have.

Minutes, Notes, and Happening of last months’ meeting
Last month’s meeting was held on February 2". We had 22 members.

President Dave F. called the meeting to order at 7:03. There was a smaller than normal turnout due to the
snow that was falling.

Dave reminded the club members that he had old copies of various coin magazines and papers to borrow.
Dave then passed on some news stories that he thought might be of interest. An article stated that 2011 Proof
Set sales may be the lowest since 1959. An article stating that at the New York International Coin Show a
Dekadrachm was confiscated by the NY District Attorney. It was 1 of only 12 known and has an estimated
value of 2.5 million dollars. A news item that a 1793 Chain Cent, graded MS65 Brown, sold for 1.3 million
dollars in a Heritage auction, and finally an article about the theft of coins from the ANA collection by an
employee who was in charge of the collection. The coins stolen had a value of approximately 1 million
dollars.

Dave quickly reviewed the upcoming coin shows in the area and gave his opinion on the past shows results.
The Jefferson County show had good attendance and he had a good amount of business. He felt the Aurora
show had good attendance but not as many people were buying.

Dave reviewed the Door Prizes, Raffle, and Coin of the Month for this meeting. It was decided that the
Raffle would not be held due to the light turnout. The Raffle prize would be moved to the March meeting.
Dave announced the upcoming meeting of the CWNA that was to be held on February 1 1™ in Castle Rock.
A motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes that were in the Newsletter. A motion was made
and seconded to approve the Treasurers report . We currently have $2,668.43 in the club account.
(Remember that any adult member may see the complete Treasurer’s report by simply requesting to view it
at the meeting.)
